1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are, Board Members Larry Henley, Jesse Danley, Andrew Ercanbrack, Bob Abercrombie, Secretaries, Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – Andrew Ercanbrack
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present.
2) NEW WATER CONNECTION – Tyson Duncan
Tyson Duncan was here to find out what the water model said about purchasing a water meter to property furthest north in the district. Craig Nebeker was asked to run this property through the model at the last meeting. This water would be fed off of the water line before it hits the tank. The model ran is for a 6” pipe. It was stated that as the tank fills every day or two that the pressure would fall because the tank would need to fill first. It was also stated that there is no fire protection for this property.
Tyson Duncan asked if we could get him a letter of approval for water. He stated that he would not be using this water until a later date. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that Secretary Anissa McDonald will get this letter ready for Tyson to pick up.
3) ROOSEVELT CITY CONTRACT –
Chairman Mark Reidhead went over the proposed Roosevelt City Contract with the changes that Attorney Clark Allred suggested. He is proposing a lot of changes to the contract. He read the email that was attached to the contract and suggests that we find a different water source instead of going with Roosevelt.
Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack stated that at the last meeting it was up in the air whether to go with Roosevelt or go with Johnson water. There is a current agreement with Johnson water, but the state would like to see pipe in the ground.

Board Member Jesse Danley asked if we should send this to Roosevelt to look at the changes. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that there was also some discussion about digging a well of our own. Board Member Larry Henley stated that after the well is dug, there is a lot of maintenance along with the treatment to the water that would cost even more.
Board Member Larry Henley stated that even with the changes to the contract he has a problem with the contract. He indicated that what they would charge us it is too high. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that the cost is within reason to what it would cost from someone else. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that this would be the easiest of the suggestions for a secondary water source that we might never need to use.
Janel Braithwaite with Rural Water confirmed that if we as a District are over 100 connections that the state is requiring a second source with infrastructure in the ground. Janel stated that if we were to approach the Division of Drinking water, for a loan, we would need to put up collateral to get the loan. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that we have water shares available along with property. Janel stated that when she was with Gunnison City, they were side by side with another little town and so when confronted with a similar problem, they put in a system that was utilized by both entities.
Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack stated that he would like to work on the agreement with Roosevelt that that might be the best bet solution to what we need.
Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that he will see if he can visit with Mayor Bird and start working from this draft from Clark Allred. Janel stated that she will follow our progress with this contract and get with us when we are ready to pursue a loan. If we do not have a secondary water source the fines are quite significant. Janel suggests we maybe approach the Division of Drinking water to see what they can do for us because this is a state mandated problem. Janel will call Michael Grange and see what our options are.
Motion was made by Board Member Jesse Danley to submit the revised water agreement to Roosevelt City for further review. 2nd by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack. All in favor.
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4) 1 YEAR & 2-5 YEAR CIB LIST – 

Board Member Bob Abercrombie explained he went to the UBAOG and commissioners review of the 1- and 2-5-year lists. He presented for the city and water district. Commissioner Haslem made a change that was caught for the district.
Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineering stated that when going to CIB for funding on water infrastructure, there is a certain amount of time that is required to use this money. Instead of waiting until we have an agreement in hand whether it be with Roosevelt or Johnson water, he suggests we go for funding as soon as we can. We can always turn the money down if problems arise. Board Member Larry Henley stated that the 1 million listed on the CIB list might not be enough. Craig Nebeker stated that the 1 million should be enough money to cover the pumps and lines needed for the upgrade. Craig Nebeker stated that there are other option besides CIB, USDA grant money, Ut Dept of Drinking water and between him and Janel Braithwaite they will look into what is available. 
5) WATER SHARES – 

Last year when we were bidding out the shares, Board Member Larry Henley did some research with Dry Gulch and it was stated that we don’t have to bid the shares out if the same people that want the water are the ones that always do the bidding.  Board Member Larry Henley stated that if we just contact the current list of people, we can just sign them up each year. There are currently 3 members. We must have our list of names into Dry Gulch in March.
